Reweave, Analogies and Theory�


�Overview:�Reweave is one of the forging arts that is specifically related to repairing armor, namely shields. To recap the history of the art, the dreamwright Mantic of the forger's circle sought to recreate the art of Weave, but discovered that it was lacking in strength to repair something as major as city walls. After testing on objects of various durability he discovered that the strength of the art far overwelmed any object except shields.��Weaving Analogy��Clothes are generally woven together with various fabrics, and for centuries the dream has been called the weave. Tapestry of the Dream is used in many sentences describing the dream. One may think that dreams are in general woven by the dreamers so in the broadest sense the city is woven by the inhabitants of the city, and the looms never stop. Now then, that is, in the broad sense of the dream, the thoughts/dreams of peple that make the city also make the smaller parts of the city. What is this fabric of dream made of? well some would say its the dreams of the unawakened. I put forth the proposition that as a mental plain reached only in the dream, that the fabric is mental energy made 'physical' in that we can touch it. The shared aspect of the dream is what allows it to continue. But what of the smaller objects? We know that left for 10 min and 20 sec any object will vanish as the thought that made it. Some thoughts have more density then others and can be woven with work into objects that have the hardness of metals.��One could say that a shield is made of densly woven dream' stuff, for convenience one could say that the shield is a thought, given form and substance, woven together of resillience and dreamsoul. The dreamsoul is the 'fabric' of the shield, but resilience is the the threads that hold it together forming the works of the shield. Shields have two qualities to them, absorbtion and durability...��Fabrics and dreams��Some fabrics have course weave compared to others that have very fine weaves. Some fabrics are cotten, while others are flax and very commonly hemp, and rarely silk. Some of these fabrics stand up to wear and tear more easily then others, cotten is a light easily broken fabric as opposed to hemp which might last generations. A well stitched piece of clothing will last much longer then a poorly stitched piece of clothing.��The shield has durability and absorbtion, Absorbtion is how well a piece of apparel stands up to being worn, how good are the stitches, if the seams will hold. Durability is how good is the fabric it was made from. So if a hard sudden stress is applied, a good strong sewn seams hold, but the cloth wears, and frays, in the dream this if from attacks by mares. When clothing becomes worn or frayed its mended and in many cases the clothing is rewoven. Due to the nature of the dream usually the stitching is the stitching and one takes what one can get.���Theory��In the dream the thread is your resilience used for sewing up the shield directed by lucidity to recall the shields original shape and self. This is indicated by the solid cone of resilience with the riser of lucidity and a core of dreamsoul which is the needle. Since dreams are so ephemeral, it takes a lot of energy just reweave a small hole as any good seamstress or tailor could testify. That is why it cost 10 points of resilience for 1 point of repair. Other talismans simply just don't have a 'tight' enough weave to be rewoven. Since the object are shields and the art arose out of forging, the sound of a hammer on metal is apt for the art.��The Entelechy Dreamer�Rafe
